Jackie took great
delight in creating numerous oil paintings of landscapes and still-lifes, as well
as macrame wall hangings that incorporated natural elements such as drift
wood, stones, and sea shells. Many years were spent exhibiting and selling
her work at local art fairs throughout the 1970s. Later in life, Jackie took up
drawing with colored pencils, being chosen to exhibit one of her pieces in the
10th Annual Colored Pencil Society of America International Exhibition in
Texas in 2002. Many of her works found their way into the homes of friends
and family over the years. She was a long-time member of the Royal Oak
First Presbyterian Church where she sang in the choir for nearly 40 years.
