She thought
each sunset was 'the most beautiful' sunset. She was a good bridge player
and loved to play often with her friends. After Fred's retirement, they
purchased a condominium in Bradenton, Florida and joined the Bradenton
Country Club, where they continued to enjoy golf and bridge. They were
Snowbirds for years and eventually settled in Florida. Frederick preceded her
in death in 2009, at which time she moved back to Michigan and into Brecon



Village in Saline. She loved her time at Brecon Village and made many friends
there. Besides playing bridge and golf, Marion loved friends, family, flowers,
fresh fruit and dessert! She was preceded in death by her daughter, Nancy
Lynn Seyfried (1966) and her husband and best friend, Frederick J. Seyfried
